If you are a new player to Springwood or turning 6, 9, 12, 15 or 18 in 2012 we will require a jpeg file
digital photo headshot of the player. This can be sent to registrar@springwoodunited.com.au

We will also need to site proof of age — Birth Certificate, Passport or Drivers Licence. A scanned copy
can also be sent to registrar@springwoodunited.com.au

If you wish to claim the Student Discount Rate we must sight a Sight Student I.D. prior to the club
accepting your registration. This rate is only available to full time students (not apprentices or trainees)
aged 19 and over;

1. Go to the MyFootballClub website: www.myfootballclub.com.au
2. Click on “REGISTER NOW”
3. Select “PLAYER REGISTRATION” in the bottom left of the page.

4. Follow the steps to login using your FFA number and the password that you will create (returning
players);
Or follow the steps to login by creating an FFA number (new players) and a password.

5. After you log in click on “Register Now”.
Enter your details OR Check that ALL your contact details are correct.
Don't upload a photo.

Make sure the mandatory fields have been entered and click “Proceed with Registration”.
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On the next screen, enter in the club name which is Springwood United FC (Club) . (If you get a
message saying there are no packages then click OK and check the club name.)

10. Select the Registration role as: “Player”.

11. Select the correct Registration Package that applies for your registration. (Available packages are
based on age and gender.)

12. Then click the “Add” button.
13. Click the “Next” button at the bottom of the screen.

14. Read and acknowledge all the Terms and Conditions then click “Next”.
